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	Instructions


This application is for a septage hauler license. The Arizona Administrative Code (A.A.C.) R-18-13-1103(A) requires that any person who owns or operates a vehicle or appurtenant equipment used to store, collect, transport or dispose of sewage or human excreta that is removed from a septic tank or other on-site wastewater treatment facility, privy, sewage vault, or fixed or transportable chemical toilet shall obtain a license for each vehicle from ADEQ. A separate application must be submitted for each vehicle you would like to license. Please contact the local county health department for a vehicle inspection prior to submitting this application to ADEQ. This inspection must be completed prior to submittal to ADEQ for processing. The vehicle inspection form is Page 2 of this application. 
This document is divided into 3 main parts.

1)
Instructions – The instructions are intended to give you basic information regarding the application process, how long the process may take and how much it will cost. More detailed information can be obtained by referencing the specific rule citation listed with each application item. Please do not submit the instructions with your application.

2)
Licensee Information and Certification – This section includes the basic applicant and vehicle information ADEQ needs to process your application.
3)
Local Health Department Inspection – This section includes the local health department information and vehicle inspection details needed to process your application.
Once an application is submitted, it will be reviewed by ADEQ to determine if the application is complete. If the application is incomplete, then the entire application shall be sent back to the applicant along with a letter indicating what was deficient. 

General Application Process

1)
Applicant submits a copy of the application with an original signature and a copy of the signed Local Health Department Inspection Report Form.
2)
ADEQ reviews application for completeness.
3)
Applicant satisfies any deficiencies.

4)
ADEQ makes a decision to approve or deny the application.
5)
The Permits Section Manager signs the license certificate if approved.

6)
The Solid Waste Unit Manager signs the letter granting approval or denying the application.
7)
ADEQ mails the license to the licensee.

Fees

There is no fee for this license.
Licensee
The licensee shall be the person responsible for complying with the terms and conditions of the license.

How Long Does The Application Process Take?

The septage hauler licensing process is not subject to the Licensing Time Frames specified by ADEQ in A.A.C. R18-1-525. Therefore, the approval/denial process is completed within 7 days from the date that ADEQ receives the application in accordance with Arizona Revised Statutes § 41-1073(E)(2).

Withdrawing Your Application

An application may be withdrawn by the applicant at any time during the application process. You may withdraw your application by submitting a written request to the Solid Waste Plan Review Unit.
